This issue has
two features that highlight the important role our Societies play in combating food

insecurity.

First, our cover story this month (see p. 3) showcases the work of former SSSA Past
President and SSSA—ASA Fellow Rattan Lal. On 15 October during Borlaug Dialogue,
held virtually this year, Lal will be formally awarded the 2020 World Food Prize for
developing and mainstreaming a soil-centric approach to increasing food production

that restores and conserves natural resources and mitigates climate change.

Our second feature (see p. 8) is the first of a three-part series on food security. As
food insecurity threatens areas of urban America, the role of urban agriculture,
community gardens, and extension agents in feeding the community manifests.

Innovations in urban agriculture—from creative reuse of stormwater to soil
